ORDINANCE NO. 181808
* Amend contract with Housing Authority of Portland by $6,684 to administer the Ready to Rent program and provide payment  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37529)

The City of Portland ordains: 

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that: 

1. The Portland City Council has passed Ordinance #181043 on June 13, 2007 authorizing the execution of a submitted contract with HAP to administer the Fresh Start, Ready to Rent and Relocation Programs.

2. Bureau of Housing and Community Development and HAP desire to increase the budget by $6,684 for a total compensation not to exceed $234,246 so HAP can provide the curriculum revision and quality control for the Ready to Rent program.

3. Funding for this amendment comes from the FY 2007-08 General Fund.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an amendment with HAP in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as hereto Exhibit A.
b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the BHCD operating fund budget when demand is presented and approved by the property authority.

SECTION 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt HAP's ability to provide effective service; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
