COMPENSATION
The Subrecipient shall be paid an additional $6,684 in FY 2007-08 General Fund to complete the additional scope of services in this amendment. The compensation paragraph on page 1 and item II.E of the Compensation and Method of Payment on page 8 are deleted and replaced with:

Compensation
The amount of compensation shall not exceed $76,984 in one-time adopted General Fund, $7,262 Collins Grant, and $150,000 HIF.  The total shall not exceed $234,246. The compensation requirements are contained in Section II.
IV. Compensation and Method of Payment
E. It is agreed that total compensation under this Contract shall not exceed TWO HUNDRED THIRTY FOUR THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FORTY-SIX DOLLARS ($234,246). Contract total and total compensation does not include Ready to Rent Landlord Guarantee from the State of Oregon because those funds are available on a reimbursement basis only to the City and are not in the City’s possession. Homeownership unit inspection costs are not included in this contract total because they are paid by the homeowner directly to HAP as inspections occur
