Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland purchased a 1967 Rex mobile office trailer (Vehicle # 70010) for the Fire Bureau in 1969 for $3,000.
2. In October, 1993, the trailer was reassigned to the Office of Transportation Maintenance Operations to use in their Emergency Service Administration Division.
3. Maintenance Operations no longer has a use for this trailer and wishes to donate it to Dignity Village at Sunderland Yard.

Dignity Village agrees to hold harmless, defend and indemnify the City of Portland, its 
officers, agents and employees from any claims, demands, actions, and suits (including 
attorney fees) arising from this donation.

a.  The CityFleet Division of the Office of Management and Finance is hereby authorized to 
transfer ownership of this trailer to Dignity Village for $0.00.

The Office of Management and Finance, through the CityFleet Division, is authorized to      
provide Dignity Village with the appropriate documentation transferring ownership of the 
trailer.
