ORDINANCE NO.  181814
Authorize the City of Portland to serve as fiscal agent for the Portland Development Commission for a U.S. Department of the Interior Save America’s Treasures grant of $195,832 for the restoration and re-use of the Eric Ladd Cast Iron Storefront Collection  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
PDC is the urban renewal agency for the City of Portland.

2.
Historic preservation is a component of redevelopment within the Downtown Waterfront Urban Renewal Area.
3. 
The Ankeny-Burnside Development Framework Plan contains specific recommendations to integrate the Cast Iron Collection into the neighborhood revitalization goals, which was adopted by the PDC Board on December 13, 2006 by Resolution No. 6420.
4.
The National Park Service obligated the grant with funds from the Historic Preservation Fund for the Save America’s Treasures Program by Public Law 109-54 which provides Fiscal Year 2006 appropriations to the Department of the Interior.

5.
The grant requires matching funds in the amount of $195,832.00 and will be provided in the form of personal services and materials and services already included in PDC’s budget.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The City of Portland is hereby authorized to act as PDC’s fiscal agent for the U.S. Department of the Interior’s grant in the amount of $195,832.00  

b.
The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurances as are required for the grant period, and that this grant will be included in the City’s Single Audit Report.
