ORDINANCE NO. 181815
Authorize the City to serve as fiscal agent for the Portland Development Commission for an Office of Economic Adjustment, Department of Defense grant in the amount of $260,161 for community site reuse planning activities related to the closure of Sgt. Jerome Sears U.S. Army Reserve Center and 2nd Lt. Alfred Sharff USARC  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
PDC is the urban renewal agency for the City of Portland (City) and is the designated redevelopment agency for the City.

2.
The U.S. Department of Defense identified two of its properties located in Portland, SGT Jerome Sears USARC (2730 SW Multnomah) and 2LT Alfred Sharff USARC (8801 N. Chautauqua Blvd), as surplus properties.
3. 
The combined 8.5 acres of the two properties fall entirely within the jurisdiction of the City.

4.
The City of Portland designated PDC as the official Local Redevelopment Authority (LRA), to serve as the point of contact to coordinate State and Federal assistance, solicit public participation, and prepare a base reuse plan with assistance of the Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD).

5. The federal Base Closure Community Redevelopment and Homeless Assistance Act provides for a community-based process whereby government and not-for-profit organizations may propose the reuse of surplus military property.

6. The closure of the identified military installations presents a significant opportunity for the Multnomah Village and Portsmouth neighborhoods and economic development for the City.

7. The Office of Economic Adjustment, Department of Defense obligated grant #CL0680-07-01 in the amount of $260, 161 for the period ending September 30, 2007.  PDC has applied for and was awarded a grant extension to August 31, 2008.

8. The grant requires matching funds in the amount of $28,906 which have been provided for in PDC’s and BHCD’s budgets.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The City of Portland is hereby authorized to act as PDC’s fiscal agent for the Office of Economic Adjustment, Department of Defense grant in the amount of $260,161.

b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurances as                            

            are required for the grant period, and that this grant will be included in the      

            City’s Single Audit Report.
