ORDINANCE No. 181817
*Accept a Bulletproof Vest Partnership grant from the Bureau of Justice Assistance, Office of Justice Programs  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA), Office of Justice Programs (OJP) makes awards for Bulletproof Vest Partnership programs.  

2. The City of Portland Police Bureau wishes to accept $11,592 in OJP funding for body armor for approximately 19 law enforcement officers.  This grant continues funding awarded in 2001.  

3. OJP will reimburse the Portland Police Bureau a maximum of $11,592 for expenses incurred for the purchase of body armor.  The grant period is April 1, 2007, through October 1, 2008.  

4. This grant program pays up to 50 percent of the total costs of approved vest purchases.  The required 50 percent matching funds ($11,592) will be paid out of the Police Bureau's general fund budget for clothing and equipment.  Supplanting issues do not apply to this grant program per on-line grant guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are authorized to accept this grant from the Bureau of Justice Assistance, Office of Justice Programs. 

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in not receiving funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
