ORDINANCE No. 181828
*Authorize license agreement with Portland Saturday Market, Inc. for the use of Ankeny Plaza and a portion of Waterfront Park  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Saturday Market, an Oregon non-profit, has been operating an arts and crafts market, which has become a tourist destination, in the Old Town-Chinatown neighborhood since 1975.

2. Due to redevelopment activities on its current site, pursuant to the Ankeny/Burnside Development Framework, Portland Saturday Market  needs to be relocated.

3. A decision was made to relocate Portland Saturday Market to Waterfront Park, rather than elsewhere in the City, based on the results of the Portland Saturday Market Permanent Home Study completed by PDC in 2006, with Parks and other stakeholders contributing to the Study outcomes.  
4. The Portland Saturday Market  relocation is part of the larger 2006 Ankeny/ Burnside Development Framework implementation, which, among other things, will result in:  the retention of over 300 micro businesses served by Saturday Market in the Ankeny/ Burnside area; a dedication of over $70 million by Mercy Corp and the University of Oregon for the redevelopment of historic neighborhood buildings to serve their respective business needs; the revitalization of the neighborhood; and an investment of over $8.5 million in improvements to Waterfront Park and under the Burnside Bridge to facilitate use by Saturday Market or other potential users,  create retail space, and improve security in the area. 

5.  Pursuant to the License Agreement, Portland Saturday Market will operate in Ankeny Plaza and Waterfront Park for an initial term of 5 years, with an option to renew for five years.  Subsequent use will be subject to City Council approval.  


6. In addition to paying a minimum license fee of $40,000 per year to the City, Portland Saturday Market will be responsible for all operating and maintenance costs during its periods of use. Nevertheless, Parks will incur considerable O&M costs due to the improvements and new uses, with those costs estimated at $200,000, adjusted annually, per year.  Accordingly, Parks will need an additional $160,000 from the General Fund to pay the estimated O & M costs, with those costs not including long-term major maintenance.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner in Charge of the Parks and Recreation Bureau and the City Auditor are authorized to execute a license agreement granting Portland Saturday Market, Inc. the right to use Waterfront Park and Ankeny Plaza for the purpose of operating an arts and craft market.  Such license agreement shall be in a form substantially like the form of agreement attached hereto, as approved as to form by the City Attorney.

b. The Council acknowledges the need to fund the O&M costs at the time the improvements to Waterfront Park are completed and authorizes the transfer of additional O&M funding for Waterfront Park and Ankeny Plaza, currently estimated at $160,000 for the first year, from the General Fund O&M through the budgetary process.  Both the O & M estimate and the fiscal year may be adjusted if there is updated information. Council further acknowledges that the ongoing O & M costs are subject to change once the actual impact of the licensed activities on the Park are better understood.

c. Portland Saturday Market is a permitted event and Portland City Code 20.08.060 “Prohibited Conduct at Permitted Events” shall be applicable.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists so that construction of the improvements to Waterfront Park, scheduled to begin in June, are not delayed; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
