Authorize contract with CH2M Hill for professional engineering services for the Columbia Boulevard Wastewater Treatment Plant Wet Weather Screening Facility Project No. 5512  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Wet Weather Screening Facility is part of capital improvement program associated with the control of combined sewer overflow (CSO) in the Willamette River basin.  The facility will provide additional preliminary treatment capacity (150 million gallons per day) at the CBWTP to handle projected CSO flows from the Willamette River basin.  The Wet Weather Screening Facility was identified in the 2004 CBWTP Master Plan and the Willamette River CSO Predesign Project Technical Memorandum.
2.
The final design of the project was 90 percent completed in 2001, by CH2M HILL, and subsequently postponed by the Bureau of Environment Services (BES).  The previous contract between the City and Portland and CH2M HILL has expired.  This contract will provide project design update, as well as services for project final design, bidding, construction, testing and start up.
3.
Per Chapter 5.68.100 of the Code of the City of Portland, CH2M HILL will be directly contracted to complete the project design and the required services, as a continuation of the previous project.  CH2M HILL’s previous project team members, and its previous subconsultants, will be utilized in this contract to the extent possible, to maintain consistency and project knowledge to efficiently complete the project.

4.
The established cost is $643,794.  The level of confidence is moderate.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 14522110, Project Number 5512, Account No. 521000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with CH2M HILL for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $643,794.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
