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ORDINANCE No. 181842
Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Clean Water Services to control garlic mustard in the Tualatin River Basin  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Portland City Council adopted the Clean River Program on April 6, 1990. Major elements of the program were to plant native vegetation along streams and to partner with other jurisdictions.  On May 10, 1995, the Council reviewed the Bureau's Clean River Action agenda that reaffirmed the goals of the Clean River Program and set specific actions for BES to pursue.  
2. On November 30, 2005, the Council passed a resolution to create an effective strategy for the management of invasive plants.  Garlic mustard (Alliaria petiolata) is an invasive which is found along roadsides and streams.  Garlic mustard roots exude a chemical that is toxic to other plants, including trees. Since trees provide shade which helps keep water cool, this has implications for water quality.  
3. On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan, which describes actions for watershed health including planting native vegetation and removing non-native invasive species.  
4. The District is a public utility which protects water resources in the Tualatin River.  The City and the District are members of the Tualatin Basin Designated Management Agencies.  A cooperative partnership on garlic mustard control will be beneficial to furthering the work of this coalition.
5. The Bureau of Environmental Services and the District have agreed to provide eradication of garlic mustard through the attached FY07-08 Intergovernmental Agreement. The District will oversee the eradication efforts, provide public outreach and provide data to BES.  The established cost is $25,000. Funds are available in the Sewer Operating Fund, FY07-08 budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-32-045 Account 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute an IGA with the District for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $25,000.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
