ORDINANCE NO.  181851
* Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County for partial funding support of the Mental Health Public Safety Committee  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:


1.
In November of 2006 Mayor Tom Potter convened a group of diverse stakeholders to form the Mental Health Public Safety Committee. 

2.
The goal of the Mental Health Public Safety Committee was to identify areas in which City, County, State, private entities, and nonprofits could improve interactions between persons with mental illness and the public safety systems. 

3.
One of the recommendations of the Mental Health Public Safety Committee was funding 1 FTE in the Local Public Safety Coordinating Council for additional coordination efforts. 
4. This Intergovernmental Agreement is for financial support from the City of Portland for half of the costs of the position or .5 FTE. 
5. Funds for this position were made available by City Council in the 07/08 Budget. 

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to pass intergovernmental agreement (attached as Exhibit A) between the City of Portland and Multnomah County. 
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive the City of Portland and Multnomah County of the mutual benefits of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
