ORDINANCE No. 181860
* Authorize intergovernmental agreement with Multnomah County for up to $150,000 for planning services for Metro Urban Expansion Area 93 and provide for payment (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Whereas the City and Multnomah County have a long history of cooperative planning for urban service delivery and the transition of rural to urban land uses through a series of agreements; and 
2. Whereas, the City of Portland cannot currently provide services to urban expansion Area 93, it has a critical interest in ensuring that any future urbanization of this area complements the surrounding transportation network and development pattern, and is designed to respect the area’s watershed features and functions, and significant natural areas to the west, north, and south; and
3. Whereas, recognizing the City’s interests and its urban planning expertise, it is preferable for the City to enter into a client-consultant relationship to manage the project and hire consultants; and

4. Whereas, the City and Multnomah County now desire to enter into a formal agreement to provide planning services to meet Metro’s Title 11 Concept Plan requirements.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.   The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Multnomah County in a form substantially in accordance with the IGA in Exhibit A to provide planning consulting services for urban expansion Area 93 in order to meet the work program elements that will satisfy Metro’s Title 11 Concept Planning requirements.

b.   The Mayor is hereby authorized to accept funding through said agreement from Multnomah County in an amount up to $150,000 for planning services.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt a series of steps necessary to implement the agreement to begin preparatory steps now and be able to commence the majority of work in early 2008-09.
