ORDINANCE No.  181861
*Authorize contract with CH2MHill to develop the Regional Disaster Preparedness Coordination Assessment Report for the Urban Area Security Initiative five county region  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:  

1. The Federal Government has made funds available to Portland, Oregon Urban Area for terrorism and other hazard prevention, protection, response, and recovery activities.  The funding was provided under the Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS) Urban Areas Security Initiative (UASI) grant program.  
2. The State of Oregon is the grantee for the Portland Urban Area grant funds. They have contracted with the City of Portland to administer the program and funds for the urban area.

3. The City of Portland, acting on behalf of the Portland Urban Area and the Urban Area Points of Contact Group, needs an organizational process that will assist the urban area with development of a regionally coordinated, multi-disciplinary approach to all-hazards disaster preparedness. 
4. Pursuant to the grant, the City of Portland advertised RFP# 108144 for Regional Disaster Preparedness Coordination. The evaluation committee awarded the bid to CH2MHill  (contractor), the highest scoring bidder in the amount of $200,000.
5. UASI 2006 funds will be used to review state and federal preparedness guidelines, assess current preparedness of the Portland region through involvement of experts in workshop settings, consider local governing structures and the political environment, research system and models for regional coordination, and propose alternative and preferred options for evolving current preparedness efforts. 
6. The ultimate intent of this report is to assure that urban area jurisdictions are sufficiently coordinated so that they are capable of responding jointly to emergencies of all sizes and types in an organized manner.
7. The City of Portland Office of Emergency Management will administer the Grant for the City.

Now, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Portland City Council to approve the contract in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A between the City of Portland and CH2MHill for $200,000.00 to develop the Regional Disaster Preparedness Coordination Assessment Report.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the DHS UASI 06-0010 grant, Center Code 11011850 as  agreed through the contract  schedule and as deliverables are presented and approved by the Portland Office of Emergency Management and their partners in the Urban Area Security Initiative points of contact group. 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists due to the limited time frame for the contractor to fulfill its Scope of Work as stated in the Contract between the City and the Contractor.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
