ORDINANCE No. 181868
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University for a summer internship program for college students  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Over the last several summers, the City has participated in a college level internship program with Portland State University. This program allows student to be placed in bureaus throughout the City to gain information, mentoring and/or work experience within City government. 

2.
Portland State University Summer Internship Program is designed to place a network of national class talent to Oregon public enterprises.  The network of recruitment sources currently extends to more than 50 leading universities, including: Duke, Harvard, Syracuse, University of Michigan, and the University of Chicago.  There are no other internship programs that recruit nationally for top talent to come to Oregon and to be trained in each of these specialty areas.

3. This program is funded by participating bureaus.  All interns complete a week-long orientation at PSU in their area of concentration, like performance measurement and management, as part of their 10-week internship with the City.
4. This program is funded by participating bureaus from their current budgets.  
5. For the summer of 2008 the City is entering into an agreement with Portland State University to participate in the Portland State University summer internship programs through Mark O. Hatfield School of Government Executive Leadership Institute..

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement for summer internships.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants in an amount not to exceed $350,000.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in the approval of the agreement will unnecessarily delay the PSU college summer internship programs.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
