ORDINANCE No. 181869
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the City of Gresham for the 2007 Justice Assistance Grant to fund law enforcement technology and support and prosecutorial personnel  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:  
1. The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) has made funds available to units of local government under the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for the purpose of reducing crime and improving public safety.  The JAG program replaced the Local Law Enforcement Block Grant that had granted funds to the Portland Police Bureau since 1996.

2. The JAG grant supports the purpose area of law enforcement programs.  The Multnomah County co-applicants have received $858,055 to fund law enforcement technology improvements and law enforcement support and prosecutorial personnel.  
3. The JAG funding allocations are as follows: Portland Police Bureau award of $424,430, Gresham Police Department award of $88,342 and Multnomah County award of $345,283.
4. A condition of the grant program requires the City of Portland to serve as the grant award recipient and administrator for the three agencies.  The City of Portland wishes to execute Intergovernmental Agreements with Gresham and Multnomah County to obligate agency roles and responsibilities.
5. The grant period is October 1, 2006, through September 30, 2010.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to authorize this intergovernmental agreement with the City of Gresham substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may impact grant funding and compliance.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
