ORDINANCE No. 181872
* Accept $123,713 in gang prevention funding from Multnomah County provided by the U.S. Department of Justice Project Safe Neighborhoods Anti-Gang Initiative Firearms grant  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:  
1.
The Multnomah County District Attorney’s Office (MCDA) was awarded a U.S. Department of Justice Project Safe Neighborhoods (PSN) grant for $247,426 to support investigative and administrative overtime to target events, locations and people who are likely to commit gun violence in an effort to reduce youth gang activity.
2.
The City of Portland Police Bureau wishes to accept, as a sub-grantee, $123,713 in PSN 


Anti-Gang Initiative (AGI) funding from the MCDA to support overtime, training and 
program expenses.  

3.
The County will reimburse Portland Police Bureau quarterly for allowable personnel expenses up to the contract maximum of $123,713.  These expenses will be paid from the AGI funds passed through the Multnomah County District Attorney's Office.  There is no local grant match requirement.
4.
The grant period is July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2009.
5.
An Intergovernmental Agreement will be executed between MCDA and the Portland Police Bureau in order to delineate both parties’ legal roles, obligations and deliverables.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to accept this PSN AGI – Firearms 

grant funding from the Multnomah County District Attorney's Office.
Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in loss of grant funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
