
ORDINANCE No. 181882
*Amend grant from the Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership to enhance wetland and riparian enhancement in the Lower Willamette River  (Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 180116)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region in general and the Bureau of Environmental in particular.

2. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) Watershed Revegetation Program (WRP) has restored and enhanced over 1,100 acres throughout Portland. The Lower Willamette River is listed as a high priority area for restoration in the Willamette Subbasin Plan. Opportunities for restoration and enhancement work are limited in the Lower Willamette River due to development.

3. The Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership (LCREP), in partnership with NOAA Fisheries, offers grant funding for restoration and enhancement projects that benefit fish. BES received $78,485 for enhancement work of wetland and riparian habitat in the Lower Willamette River.
4. BES and LCREP have agreed to amend this grant, to extend the duration of the grant through 04/30/09.  The total amount of the amendment is $28,786.

5. BES’s match requirement during the amendment period includes $9,350 in-kind staff (in approved budgets, center code 246-51-130 #8271), and $3,003 in volunteer labor and partner contributions.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute a grant amendment in the amount of $28,786 from the Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because to delay amending this grant would delay the City’s ability to expend grant funds and thereby deprive citizens of the benefits these grant funds will provide; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
