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ORDINANCE No. 181883
*Amend the Portland Harbor Funding and Participation Agreement to provide resources for Natural Resource Trustees to implement the natural  resource damage assessment and restoration process  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52429)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Council has designated the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) as the City’s lead representative for the Superfund program.  BES is coordinating this work with other City programs consistent with the comprehensive framework of Portland’s River Renaissance.

2. The City has a strong interest in ensuring that the Lower Willamette is restored to a condition that protects human health and the environment in a timely and cost-effective manner.  

3. The purpose of the Funding and Participation Agreement is to ensure Natural Resource Trustee participation in identifying natural resource injury resulting from contamination at the Portland Harbor Superfund Site, and developing restoration opportunities.  The Natural Resource Trustees include:

· Department of the Interior

· Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife

· National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
· The Confederated Tribes of the Grand Ronde Community of Oregon

· The Confederated Tribes of Siletz Indians of Oregon

· The Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation

· The Confederated Tribes of the Warm Springs Reservation of Oregon

· The Confederated Tribes and Bands of the Yakama Nation

· The Nez Perce Tribe
4. Potentially Responsible Parties funding the Portland Harbor Superfund investigation are responsible for funding natural resource trustee natural resource damage assessment (NRDA) activities.  The City entered into the Funding and Participation Agreement in June 2003. The Agreement sets forth a process to establish funding for work beyond May 2004. Since July 2003, the City has contributed about $580,000.

5. The Natural Resource Trustees have developed a scope of work and budget for an injury assessment plan, restoration approaches, the evaluation and ranking of natural resource restoration opportunities, and phase 1 of the formal injury assessment, including evaluations of salmon, lamprey, osprey and other important species. The Trustees have estimated the budget for the scope of work to be about $2.4 million. At this time, the City will be providing up to $325,000, and the Trustees expect to obtain additional funds from other funding sources. 

6. Funds are available in the Environmental Remediation Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 150-50-005, Account No. 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute an agreement amendment with the Portland Harbor Natural Resource Trustees for the purpose described in Section 1, in a form substantially in accordance with the attached Exhibit A, in the amount up to $325,000.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Environmental Remediation Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the NRDA process is a critical part of the Portland Harbor Superfund that needs to be implemented as expeditiously and effectively as possible; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
