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1. Continue the NRDA cooperative assessment with the City of Portland, currently focused on Restoration Planning and the development of criteria and priorities for potential restoration projects.

2. Continue and conclude the planning of the formal Injury Assessment phase of the NRDA process.

3. Initiate the formal Injury Assessment with participation by the City and other funding parties.  The process will include a literature review and an opportunity for public comment and the preparation of a responsiveness summary.
4. Undertake related studies of salmon, lamprey, osprey and other important species to assess the effects of contaminants on these species.

5. Design and undertake further evaluations of cultural resources and develop any needed measures to protect cultural resources.

6. Coordinate and meet with the City on deliberations with the Trustees and participating parties covering the scope, schedule, direction and priorities for the remaining NRDA process.

The total budget for these activities is currently estimated by the Trustees to total in excess of $2.4 million.  The City will fund a portion of that work along with other funding parties who appear likely to step forward to participate in the process.
