ORDINANCE No. 181886
* Authorize a grant to Self Enhancement Inc. to support foster care youth participation in the Core Youth Development Program  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
For 26 years, SEI (a domestic Oregon public benefit corporation operating as a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt entity) has provided youth development services to Portland’s inner-city youth (ages 8-25) and families.
2.
SEI provides children and families with options and support to help cultivate positive, contributing citizens making Portland a better place to live.
3.
Each student in SEI’s core youth program is assigned to a coordinator, who monitors a student’s attendance, behavior, and academic achievement at his/her school.  The coordinator also plays the role of a teacher, mentor, and parent in order to develop a meaningful one-on-one relationship.
4.
The financial support from the City of Portland will increase the participation of foster care youth in SEI’s core youth development program in an effort to improve their lives, achieve further stability and pursue educational goals.
5.
The Council previously approved funding of a grant to Self Enhancement, Inc. as part of the Minor Supplemental Budget in the FY 2007-08 Fall Budget Adjustment Process.  Ordinance No. 181456.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs is hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $200,000 in one-time funds with SEI’s Core Youth Development program substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to SEI to expeditiously proceed with increasing its service capacities would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
