ORDINANCE No. 181893
* Authorize a grant to the Portland Rose Festival Association to support placement of temporary restrooms, additional seating and related activities along the parade route (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1.
Portland Rose Festival Association is a non-profit civic organization whose mission is to promote Portland and the entire state culturally, socially, and economically by presenting the annual Portland Rose Festival celebration.  The Association is made possible by the efforts of thousands of volunteers, including a 75-member board of directors. It is managed by a professional year-round staff.
2.
Portland Rose Festival began in 1907 and is still produced by the Portland Rose Festival Association with a mission to celebrate the greater Portland region’s quality of life with an emphasis on arts, education, youth, environment and cultural diversity.
3.
Portland Rose Festival generates an estimated $70 million annually for the region’s economy through events that attract over 2 million people of all ages, social groups and races.  The Grand Floral Parade is a Portland tradition stretching back for a century, presenting floral floats, marching bands and equestrian units among other entertainments.  Thousands line the streets of downtown Portland in anticipation of this event.
4.
Council wishes to show its support for the Rose Festival by funding restrooms and areas for the disabled and elderly along the route.
6.
The Council previously approved funding of a grant for the Portland Rose Festival Association as part of the Minor Supplemental Budget in the FY 2007-08 Fall Budget Adjustment Process.  Ordinance No. 181456.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety is hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $45,000 in one-time funds to Portland Rose Festival Association substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this Ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow Portland Rose Festival Association to expeditiously proceed with procuring appropriate services would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
