ORDINANCE No. 181894
* Apply for a grant from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Regions 9 and 10 for the West Coast Collaborative Diesel Emissions Reduction Program  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1. 37% of diesel air toxics in the Portland-area are emitted from construction equipment, severely impacting the health of City and Multnomah County residents.
2. Health costs of air toxics are $109,000 per ton of diesel particulates as estimated by a 1999 Department of Environmental Quality study.

3. Diesel particulate filters can capture 85%-95% of diesel emissions.
4. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency anticipates offering awards of up to $1,000,000 for diesel emissions reduction projects in EPA Regions 9 and 10.

5. On behalf of Multnomah County, the City of Portland will apply and administer grant requirements if awarded.

6. The EPA grant will give the City and County fleets the opportunity to retrofit equipment to reduce diesel emissions. The City and County will work together to draft a pilot project to reduce emissions from construction projects in an area of the City that receives disproportionate quantities of air pollution from diesel fleets.
7. EPA grant does not require a match.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to apply to the Environmental Protection Agency for a grant of $1,000,000 from the West Coast Collaborative Diesel Emissions Reduction Program.
b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurances as are required for the grant period.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this grant may result in not receiving funding; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
