ORDINANCE No. 181897
*Authorize non-exclusive stormwater facility easement with Eastman Pkwy, LLC on and over a portion of the Springwater Corridor in the City of Gresham  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Eastman Pkwy, LLC (EPL) is developing property it owns adjacent to the Springwater Corridor and requires a stormwater management facility easement from the City in order to proceed with the development.
2. The Parks and Recreation Bureau intends to issue an easement for the construction, operation and maintenance of the stormwater management improvements, with said easement attached hereto as Exhibit A. The easement will encumber approximately 1,500 square feet of the Springwater Corridor, located away from the improved Springwater trail. 

3. The stormwater management improvements will be installed in accordance with a standard non-park use permit to be issued by the Bureau of Parks and Recreation.

4. Policies and procedures governing non-park uses within the Springwater Corridor were adopted by City Council in September of 1993.  The Easement and permit are consistent with the adopted policies and procedures.
5. In consideration for the grant of easement EPL has committed to completing significant landscaping improvements to the area, including significant blackberry bush removal and replanting the area with vegetation acceptable to Parks. EPL has provided sufficient bonding for the project and will warrant establishment of the new landscaping. Furthermore, EPL, or its successors and assigns, will be responsible for ongoing maintenance of the easement area in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Easement and a stormwater maintenance agreement entered into between EPL and the City of Gresham.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner in Charge of the Parks and Recreation Bureau is herby directed to execute an easement substantially similar to the attached Exhibit A to Eastman Pkwy, LLC., on and over land within the Springwater Corridor. 

b. The Auditor is hereby directed to file a copy of the executed right of way easement with Multnomah County for recording in the appropriate County records.
 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists so that construction of the permitted improvements, scheduled to begin in June, are not delayed; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
