ORDINANCE No. 181900
* Amend  Intergovernmental Agreement with Port of Portland for additional consultant review of the Port of Portland aviation demand forecasts (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52355)

The City of Portland Ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:
1. In the fall of 2000, the City began discussions on an alternative land use approval process for Portland International Airport (PDX).  In the spring of 2001, the City Council and Port of Portland (Port) representatives held a work session and agreed to develop an agreement outlining future planning efforts for PDX.
2. In the summer of 2001, the City and the Port adopted similar resolutions agreeing to work collaboratively on future planning for PDX (Resolution No. 36018).  The City and the Port agreed that the Port would submit a conditional use permit for the approximate uses permitted under the 1993 permit, specifically excluding a third runway and decentralized terminal.  The Port and City also agreed to initiate a legislative process to develop appropriate land use regulations.
3. In the winter of 2002, the City and the Port signed an Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) specifying a general timeline for short term and long term planning efforts that would culminate in an adopted legislative land use process and designation for PDX (Ordinance No. 176250).  
4. In 2004, the Bureau of Planning, together with the Port, City bureaus, and a group of citizens representing the Air Traffic Issues Roundtable (AIR) and other interests groups, developed a second Agreement over a 12-month period.  
5. The 2004 Agreement clarified the process and associated costs for the development of an integrated airport planning effort between the City and Port.  Specifically, it identified work tasks, timelines, expected products, and funding mechanisms with the objective of beginning the joint City legislative process and Port master planning process.
6. The 2004 Agreement included specific provisions to fund a Senior Planner position with the Planning Bureau to develop a detailed work program for the joint planning process.  The work program included a consultant contract and initiating the public involvement process prior to project start date (Ordinance No. 52355).
7. In November 2006, the City and Port started to develop detailed consultants’ scopes of work, the City’s scope of work, and a comprehensive public involvement program.  City and Port staff received input on these products from the Land Use Advisory Committee, public involvement experts, neighborhood associations, and many other stakeholders’ groups.
8. The airport planning process is a collaborative effort between the City, Port, and citizens of the region.  The purpose of this process is to acknowledge the important role of PDX in the bi-state regional economy on one hand, and examine creative approaches to address the potential impacts of operating a commercial airport in our urban community on the other.
9. In September 2007, the airport planning process began and proceeded on schedule with the aviation demand forecasting work.  In accordance with the 2004 Agreement, the City entered into a Professional, Technical and Expert (PTE) contract (No. 37647) with Aviation System Consulting, LLC on October 11, 2007 to provide a peer review of the Port’s aviation demand forecasts.  The contracted was amended on April 21, 2008, for additional travel and services. 
10. Aviation System Consulting, LLC assisted the City and Port with an analysis of the aviation forecasts associated with the Port’s Master Plan Update for PDX.  Aviation System Consulting, LLC provided a participatory peer review of both the aviation forecast assumptions and the possible forecast scenarios, as developed by the Port consultant team.
11. The City and Port did not anticipate the level of effort required to prepare a probabilistic aviation demand forecast.  As a result, Aviation System Consulting, LLC spent considerable additional effort assisting the Port’s consultant team to develop the probabilistic forecast methodology.  The Port is the first airport in the country to employ this methodology.

12. Contract No. 37647 with Aviation System Consulting, LLC is being amended concurrently with this Agreement Amendment to increase compensation from $30,000 to $42,048 for Aviation System Consulting, LLC.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:
a. That the Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment to the Intergovernmental Agreement titled Portland International Airport (PDX) Land Use Approvals Work Program and Tasks (Contract No. 52355) as described in a form substantially in accordance with Amendment No. 3 attached as Exhibit A.  

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that there be no delay paying the consultant for ongoing services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
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
