ORDINANCE No. 181903
Authorize a five year contract with Coalfire Systems, Inc. for industry-mandated security auditing services for City centralized payment card processing gateway  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. 
In 2007, the City processed over $25 million in credit and debit card transactions for its electronic parking meters, permits and utility bills.
2. 
Credit and debit card payment associations, of which Visa and MasterCard are members, require the City to comply with all mandated data security standards in order to continue processing credit and debit card payments. 
3. 
On October 11, 2007, the Bureau of Technology Services (BTS) issued Request for Proposal (RFP) No. BTS011, in accordance with Section 5.68 of the City Code, to solicit the annual services of an authorized security auditor to assess the City’s compliance with these mandated security requirements. 
4. 
As a result of the RFP evaluation, Coalfire Systems of Seattle, Washington was selected to provide the City’s required annual security auditing services. 
5. 
The City and Coalfire desire to enter into a five (5) year contract for Payment Card Industry Quality Security Assessor and Approved Scan Vendor services with a Not–to-Exceed (NTE) sum of $214,825.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. The Bureau of Technology Services along with the Bureau of Purchases is authorized to enter into a contract with Coalfire Systems attached hereto. 
b.
The City Council delegates the signature authority to the Purchasing Agent for the resulting contract. 
c.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the BTS budget, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
