ORDINANCE No. 181908
*Authorize application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant to fund the installation of Intelligent Transportation Systems to include traffic monitoring stations, fiber communications and closed circuit television monitoring cameras along 122nd Ave  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Through its “Transportation Operations Innovation and Demonstration Program” grants, the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) is soliciting projects from agencies statewide to be implemented in 2008-11.  Eligible projects will “…reduce congestion and/or improve freight mobility on the Oregon State Highway System through the use of system operations and management strategies and technologies.”


2. The project will install traffic monitoring stations, fiber, and closed circuit TV monitoring cameras, and Variable Message Signs at strategic points in the corridor.


3. Installing this Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) equipment will help with the following:

· Real-time monitoring of traffic along 122nd Avenue for incidents.
· Timely identifications of incidents and severity to emergency responders for the rapid clearance of incidents in the corridor.
· Coordinated operation of traffic signals and ODOT ramp meters within the corridor.
· Advanced control strategies such as signal timing plans that increase throughput.

· Real-time information to travelers about travel conditions that will facilitate decisions regarding time of travel, route choice, and mode.
· Improved street system monitoring and traffic signal control along 122nd Avenue. 
4. The Office of Transportation is seeking Council authorization to apply for funding of up to $1,500,000.

5. The City is not required to provide matching funds, so no General Transportation Revenues (GTR) are being committed for this grant.  However, PDOT’s current construction project to remodel and improve four intersections along 122nd Avenue (intersects at Division, Glisan, Stark, and Halsey) may be counted as “soft” match for this grant.   This current construction project is funded with General Fund One-Time monies.
6. The applicants’ level of confidence in the cost estimates for these projects is high.


7. If this grant application is approved by ODOT, the award, with budgetary and work program implications, will be submitted to Council for final approval and acceptance.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to approve an application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant of up to $1,500,000.


b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurance as are required for the grant application period.  

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the grant application is due on June 30, 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
