
Amendment No. 1 to IGA No. 52730

INTERGOVERNMENTAL FUNDING AGREEMENT 

FOR PARKING PAY STATIONS

The State of Oregon, acting by and through its Department of Administrative Services (State), and the City of Portland, Oregon, acting by and through its elected officials (City), entered into an Agreement on October 25, 2006, authorized by Portland City Council by Ordinance No. 180519.  Said Agreement covers the funding for and management of parking pay stations at the Portland State Office Building (PSOB).
It has now been determined by State and City that the Agreement referenced above, although remaining in full force and effect, shall be amended.

RECITALS, Number 1, which reads:

The purpose of this agreement is to provide a mechanism whereby the City will install and maintain two pay stations on State property in exchange for a monthly payment from the State.  

Shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

RECITALS, Number 1:  

1.
The purpose of this agreement is to provide a mechanism whereby the City will install and maintain two pay stations on State property in exchange for a quarterly payment from the State.  

Paragraph 1, CITY RESPONSIBILITIES, which reads:

CITY RESPONSIBILITIES.  The City shall:

a) install, operate (between 8:00 am and 6:00 pm, Mondays through Saturdays), maintain and collect the revenue from two pay stations at the PSOB parking lot, in locations to be determined by the State; 

b) deposit all revenue collected from the pay stations, including coin, credit/debit card and City of Portland Smart Card purchases, into a designated trustee account on behalf of the State, and remit net revenue monthly to the State, less the administrative fees described in Sections 2 a) and 2 b) of this agreement; 

c) set up the State as a user on the City’s secure website, and provide password access to the State to allow the State to perform website user functions, including the ability to run customized reports and add, delete or revise user records, destinations, origins and some page content;

d) train State on using the website and administrative tool;

e) support the website; and 

f) provide a monthly statement of income and expenses to the State, to govern the distribution of trustee account funds.

Shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

CITY RESPONSIBILITIES.  The City shall:

a) install, operate (between 8:00 am and 6:00 pm, Mondays through Saturdays), maintain and collect coin and City Smart card revenues only from two pay stations at the PSOB parking lot, in locations to be determined by the State; 

b) together with the State, contact the manufacturer to allow the State to obtain bankcard payments from the two pay stations deposited directly into the State’s bank account.  This will streamline the process by eliminating the need for bankcard fund transfers by the City;
c) continue to collect and count coins from the two pay stations on State property and forward such payments to the State within one business day of receipt, as well as maintain the pay stations, in exchange for a payment from the State, which will be billed quarterly, including the administrative fees and pay station purchase amount described in Sections 2 a) and 2 b) of this agreement; and
d) provide a quarterly bill for management and purchase fees to the State.

Paragraph 5, TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT, which reads:  

5.
Either party may terminate this agreement upon 90 days prior written notice to the other party.  Both parties may terminate this agreement at any time upon mutual agreement.  If this agreement is terminated prior to June 30, 2009, the State shall promptly pay to the City the amount that would have been paid under Section 2B) if the agreement had continued in operation until June 30, 2009.

Shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

Paragraph 5, TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT:  

5.
Either party may terminate this agreement upon 30 days’ prior written notice to the other party.  Both parties may terminate this agreement at any time upon mutual agreement.  If this agreement is terminated prior to June 30, 2009, the State shall relinquish the pay stations back to the City without further compensation to either party.  
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
