ORDINANCE No. 181909
*Authorize application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant to fund the installation of a Sydney Coordinated Traffic Adaptive System which will optimize the traffic signal timing along SE Powell Blvd from Milwaukie to 52nd Ave  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Through its “Transportation Operations Innovation and Demonstration Program” grants, the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) is soliciting projects from agencies statewide to be implemented in 2008-11.  Eligible projects will “…reduce congestion and/or improve freight mobility on the Oregon State Highway System through the use of system operations and management strategies and technologies.”


2. The project will install a Sydney Coordinated Traffic Adaptive System to provide improved traffic signal operation on Powell Blvd.  Project work will include stop bar detection, traffic controllers, software, and better communication infrastructure along the corridor.


3. Based on the studies from other parts of the country where this Sydney Coordinated Traffic Adaptive System has been installed, this system will reduce congestion and improve vehicular travel times along the corridor.
4. The Office of Transportation is seeking Council authorization to apply for funding of up to $900,000.

5. The City is not required to provide matching funds, so no General Transportation Revenues are being committed as part of this grant request..


6. The applicants’ level of confidence in the cost estimates for these projects is high.


7. If this grant application is approved by ODOT, the award, with budgetary and work program implications, will be submitted to Council for final approval and acceptance.
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NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to approve an application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant of up to $900,000.


b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurance as are required for the grant application period.  

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the grant application is due on June 30, 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
