
ORDINANCE No. 181921  




Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement between City of Portland and Portland Development Commission to promote consistent legal counsel on issues of mutual concern. (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1.  The Council finds: 
1. On March 12th, 2008 the Portland City Council approved Resolution 333, which directs the City Attorney to assume the duties of general counsel to the Portland Development Commission on or before July 1, 2008 in order to more closely integrate PDC’s legal services with the City Attorney’s office.

2. Under the Charter Section 15-104, PDC has the authority to employ its own special legal counsel, or can request the City Attorney to render legal assistance and advice as required.  Historically PDC has employed its own legal counsel.
3. PDC and the parameters around tax increment financing and urban renewal exists in a complex legal and financial environment.  The Council desires, and the PDC agrees, that it is beneficial to coordinate activities which promote consistent legal advice and interpretations between the two governing bodies on issues of mutual concern, as provided in the Intergovernmental Agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. 
The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Portland Development Commission in a form substantially in accordance with the IGA attached as Exhibit A.

b. 
It is the intention of this agreement that the attorney time, incurred by the City Attorney under this Agreement shall be borne solely by the Council and not charged to PDC.
