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ORDINANCE No. 181929
Authorize individual grant agreements for implementation of stormwater management demonstration projects funded by the Environmental Protection Agency Innovative Wet Weather Grant  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) has the responsibility for improving and protecting water quality in Portland’s streams.  Currently, combined sewer overflows (CSOs) and stormwater discharges impair water quality in the Willamette River and other Portland streams.  
2. To protect water quality, BES is controlling CSOs and managing stormwater in sustainable, innovative ways, using such approaches as downspout disconnections, swales, ecoroofs and green streets.  
3. BES obtained several appropriations totaling $2,658,200 from Congress for innovative stormwater projects.  Council accepted a $1.2 million grant agreement with EPA in October 2002 (Ordinance No. 177010) In April 2006, the grant agreement was amended to include an additional $1,445,700.  The grant funds the Innovative Wet Weather Grant Program (IWWP) to implement demonstration opportunities for public education and outreach.  
4. This request is an extension of the approved Ordinance 180323 (July 19, 2006) to execute individual grant agreements for implementing sustainable stormwater projects.  
5. Over 25 public and private projects have been implemented to date.  

6. An additional eight to ten individual grant agreements are necessary to complete the program during the grant extension period.  .  

7. Total aggregate cost for these eight to ten individual agreements is not to exceed $600,000.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-10 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code [145-30-130], Project Number [various].

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services is authorized to execute individual grant agreements for sustainable stormwater management demonstration projects in a form substantially similar to the agreement attached as Exhibit A to this ordinance and for the purpose described in Section 1 of this ordinance, in the amount not to exceed $600,000 in aggregate, through December 31, 2010.  
b. The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services is authorized to execute amendments to extend the term of individual agreements or to extend the amount of individual agreements up to 10% as long as the aggregate amount of the agreement is not more than $600,000.
c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget and when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
