ORDINANCE No.  181937
*Amend contract with Public Consulting Group for not more than $80,000 to continue the development of the Portland Continuity of Operations Plan.  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37753)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:  

1.      The Federal Government has made funds available to Portland, Oregon Urban Area for terrorism and other hazard prevention, protection, response, and recovery activities.  The funding was provided under the Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS) Urban Areas Security Initiative (UASI) grant program.  
2.     The State of Oregon is the grantee for the Portland Urban Area grant funds. They have contracted with the City of Portland to administer the program and funds for the urban area.

3. 
At the time of the first contract approved through Ordinance 181398, the State of Oregon Emergency Management had not released UASI 07 funds, of which $80,000.00 was dedicated to Portland for Continuity of Operations planning.
4.      UASI 2006 funds have been used to implement the planning process to include an evaluation of current city bureau continuity of operations data, strategizing development of the process for plan development, advising bureaus through web and personal contact, facilitation of working meetings to write, discuss interdependencies and commonalities and identify gaps that will need to be met.   
5.
UASI 2007 funding will pay for 1) a written evaluation on the current state of the COOP plans of the City, including intra-city relational dependencies, 2) written policies that would allow for COOP implementation, 3) a corrective action plan and 4) inclusion of BTS & OMF plan findings and 5) the facilitation of a city-wide meeting for planning participants and Bureau Directors to discuss findings. 
6.      The development of Continuity of Operations (COOP) Plan is mandated by the federal government to advance the region in eligibility for future federal UASI funding.  
 
7.     The City of Portland Office of Emergency Management will administer the Grant for the City.

Now, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Portland City Council to approve the amended contract in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A between the City of Portland and Public Consulting Group for $80,000.00 to further develop the Portland Continuity of Operations Plan.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the DHS UASI 07 grant, Center Code 11011852 as  agreed through the contract  schedule and as deliverables are presented and approved by the Portland Office of Emergency Management and their partners in the Urban Area Security Initiative points of contact group. 
Section 2:  The Council declares that an emergency exists due to the limited time frame for the contractor to fulfill its Scope of Work as stated in the Contract and Amendment between the City and the Contractor.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
