ORDINANCE No.  181939
*Authorize contract with AMEC Earth & Environmental, Inc., Environmental and Occupational Risk Management, Professional Service Industries, Inc. and Wise Steps, Inc. for on-call citywide industrial hygiene consulting and loss prevention training services  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. OMF Risk Management requires Industrial Hygiene Services, requested by City bureaus, to provide industrial hygiene services as needed to support the safety and health efforts of City bureaus.
2. The City of Portland does not have adequate staff to accomplish these tasks and the amount of work anticipated in Fiscal Years 2008 to 2013 exceeds available staff resources. 

3. The establishment of a PTE services contract based upon estimated amounts of work without specific City commitment to purchase any given amount of services is in the best interest of the City to accomplish these tasks within the time required.  

4. A PTE contracting arrangement provides flexibility to retain needed industrial hygiene services and obtain the specific expertise required in a timely manner.  

5. The consultant selection process was conducted via Request for Proposal number BRM005 in accordance with Chapter 5.68 of the Code of the City of Portland.  The four highest scored Proposers are AMEC Earth & Environmental, Environmental and Occupational Risk Management, Professional Service Industries, and Wise Steps. 
6. A consultant selection committee composed of representatives from Risk Management, Facilities, PDOT Maintenance, Water Bureau and Port of Portland, unanimously recommended AMEC Earth & Environmental, Inc.; Environmental and Occupational Risk Management, Inc.; Professional Service Industries, Inc.; and Wise Steps, Inc.  

7. Sufficient appropriation is available within the budgets of the Risk Management Division and the bureaus that utilize industrial hygiene services.      

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a) The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with AMEC Earth & Environmental, Environmental and Occupational Risk Management, Professional Service Industries, and Wise Steps, substantially in conformance with contracts and exhibits attached hereto.

b) The Mayor is authorized to draw and deliver warrants(s) chargeable to the using bureaus, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding with the purchase

may result in additional expense, and will unnecessarily delay access to these contracts; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
