ORDINANCE No.  181943
*Authorize the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement to approve, amend and sign grant agreements on behalf of Youth Violence Prevention Small Grant Program to better serve at-risk youth populations through private non-profit organization grantees  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1: The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland recognizes the need to address youth violence problems in a way that respects all members of the community, empowers the community to solve problems with assistance from the police if needed and uses comprehensive solutions developed by stakeholders to address the root causes of these issues.
2. The Council on May 23, 2007 directed through acceptance of Ordinance 180978 shown on Exhibit A-1 to award grantees shown on Exhibit A-2 the amounts indicated.  The Council directed that the term of the grants shall not exceed time limits set by the agreement, nor shall their scope be enlarged as shown on Exhibits A (3 and 5).  
3. On May 23, 2007 under Ordinance 180978 the Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement was authorized to recommend and approve exceeding time lines and increasing scope of awarded grants. 
4. On February 20, 2008 the Mayor’s Office of Youth Violence Prevention reported to City Council detailing the status and success of the grant program in serving at-risk youth populations and their families in Portland.  
5. As of this date the Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement recommends the exceeding of grant times and funding for reasons of adjusting future grant funding to a more suitable agreement time cycle which does not encumber grantee organizations during peak service through the months of June, July and August. 
6. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement recommends that agreements for the 5 grantee organizations funded under the Outreach Intervention Services Grant grantees shown on Exhibit A-2 be amended to extend for 2 months, through August 30, 2008.  It is recommended that these agreements be amended as shown on Exhibit A-4 to include the additional funding of $10,000 per grantee organization for the amended time period, which is the amount equal to 2 months of funding under the current agreements.  
7. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Officer of Neighborhood Involvement recommends that agreements for the 2 grantee organizations funded in 2007 under the Summer Activities for Youth in Portland Grant shown on Exhibit A-2 be amended as shown on Exhibit A-6 to be funded for a new grant cycle, July 1, 2008 through September 30, 2008. Recommended is the funding of $25,000 per grantee organization for the new grant agreement time period. 
8. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement recommends the creation of a new RFP grant application process for the Outreach Intervention Services Grant agreement cycle of September 1, 2008 through August 30, 2009.

9. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement recommends the creation of a new RFP grant application process for the Summer Activities for Youth in Portland Grant agreement cycle of June 1, 2009 through September 30, 2009.  
10. The above recommendations are made to encourage an equitable and competitive application processes offered to all private non-profit service organizations meeting grant fund requirements, while maintaining consistent grantee services through the peak period of at-risk youth service need during the summer months of June, July and August.  
Now therefore the Council directs:

a. That the City shall award grants to the grantees shown on Exhibit A-1 in the amounts indicated.

b. The term of the grants shall not exceed time limits set by the amended agreement, nor shall their scope be enlarged, except as may be recommended by and approved via paragraph d below.  

c. The Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement is authorized to sign the grant agreements in substantially similar form to that shown on attached Exhibits A (4 and 6). 

d. The Office of Youth Violence Prevention Policy Manager, in conjunction with the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement, is authorized to execute amendments to the grant agreements.

Section 2:  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in granting authority to the ONI Director as described in this Ordinance would delay the timely award of Office of Youth Violence Prevention Small Grant proceeds and interrupt these organizations’ ability to provide assistance and services; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
