
AMENDMENT NO. 2    
CONTRACT NO. 35283

Modeling Support Services

This Agreement was made and entered into on the 21st day of May, 2004, by and between CH2M HILL, Incorporated, hereinafter called Contractor, and the City of Portland, a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, by and through its duly authorized representatives, hereinafter called City.

1. This agreement is hereby extended through May 6, 2009.

In the event that an individual Consultant staff person involved in contract work is promoted to another class, the Consultant shall notify the City contract manager in advance of that promotion.  The City project manager will notify the Consultant (an email is sufficient for this purpose) whether they wish to continue to use that person in their new classification. If the City elects not to use the person in their new classification, the Consultant is not obligated to provide the services of the employee in question at the old classification after the effective date of the notice to the City. Contractor will then offer alternate staff in the old classification if any are available.

3. Additional compensation is necessary and shall not exceed $150,000.

All other terms and conditions shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
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
