ORDINANCE No. 181950
*Designate and assign a portion of City owned property located at 1017 NE 117th Ave as public street right of way  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The City of Portland, for the use of the Portland Water Bureau, owns property located at 1017 NE 117th Avenue.


2.
A portion of the property is required for street improvements along portions of NE 117th Avenue and NE Holladay Street, in conjunction with the NE 117th Avenue Street Improvement Project.
3.
Street improvements are in the public interest and are consistent with the City’s policies; therefore, the following described property should be designated and assigned as public street right of way.
4.
There is no cost involved in the transfer of this property to public street right of way.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the following described City property is hereby designated and assigned as public street right of way:

R/W #6668-2

A portion of Lot 11, in the duly recorded plat of “Hazelwood”, situated in the Northeast one-quarter of Section 34, T1N, R2E, W.M., said portion being more particularly described as follows:

Beginning at the intersection of the northerly right of way line of NE Holladay Street 

(50 feet wide) and the westerly right of way line of NE 117th Avenue (50 feet wide); thence, along said westerly right of way line, N 2°24’01” E, a distance of 224.77 feet; thence, leaving said westerly right of way line, S 22°00’00” W, distance of 11.92 feet; thence S 2°24’01” W, 4.00 feet from and parallel with said westerly right of way line, a distance of 206.43 feet to a point that is 7.20 feet north of the northerly right of way line of NE Holladay Street; thence N 88°58’01” W, 7.20 feet from and parallel with said northerly right of way line, a distance of 226.72 feet; thence S 77°00’00” W, a distance of 29.69 feet, more or less to a point on said northerly right of way line; thence, along said northerly right of way line, S 88°58’01” E, a distance of 259.36 feet, more or less, to the Point of Beginning, as shown on Exhibit “A”.  Contains 2612 square feet, more or less.

b.
That the Auditor shall return a certified copy of this Ordinance to the Right of Way Acquisition Section, Transportation Engineering and Development, for recording in the Multnomah County Deed Records; Right of Way Acquisition shall return the recorded Ordinance to the Auditor and send a copy to the Portland Water Bureau.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in designating and assigning the herein described property as public street right of way might cause confusion in the public records; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
