ORDINANCE No. 181953
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Metro for the City to utilize federal funds for the Streetcar System Plan (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
In the reauthorization of the federal transportation bill (SAFETEA-LU) signed into law on August 8, 2005, Metro was authorized to receive $1.5 million in each of federal fiscal years 2006 and 2007 from the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).

2.
Funds were appropriated and received by Metro in fiscal years 2006 and 2007 to advance priority transit projects. Two hundred thousand ($200,000) was set aside to fund part of the cost of the Portland Streetcar System Plan.

3.
PDOT has funds in its current budget for fiscal year 2007-08 to finance the plan including $50,000 required to match the federal appropriation for the plan. 

4.
PDOT and Metro have successfully negotiated an agreement to their mutual benefit.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Metro, substantially in accordance with the Intergovernmental Agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance and, by reference, made a part hereof.

b.
The City’s Project Manager is hereby authorized to agree and execute, on behalf of the City, any amendment which does not increase the amount of the Intergovernmental Agreement.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding with the agreement would result in additional project delay and expense to the City; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
