ORDINANCE No. 181955
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with the Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon for design and construction management services for the I-205 Light Rail Project  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. City Council confirmed support (via Resolution 36130, adopted March 19, 2003) of Metro’s transit strategy (Resolution 03-03303) for the North/South Corridor, to include a two-phased approach to South Corridor with the I-205 and downtown mall as the first phase and the Milwaukie segment as the second phase as the region’s next priority rail transportation project.  Council also approved an intergovernmental agreement with Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (TriMet) (via Ordinance 178673, adopted August 11, 2004) to define the city’s financial contributions for this project (later amended in December, 2004 via Ordinance 178964). 

2. Conjointly, in October of 2003, the Federal Transit Authority (FTA) issued an environment impact statement of the downtown mall rail segment, and in January, 2004, Metro approved a resolution modifying the I-205 light rail project to include the Portland Mall segment. 

3. The I-205 Light Rail Project is subject to both budgetary limitations imposed by the FTA and the financing agreement executed between TriMet and the City, along with all FTA terms and conditions.  All parties have identified the following project objectives: build within budget and on-schedule; demonstrate that light rail can be constructed in a cost-effective manner; and develop the best qualified team to manage the project.  

4. The Portland Office of Transportation will serve as City lead on the project, with other city bureau’s contributing professional expertise, including Bureau of Environmental Services, Bureau of Development Services, Fire Bureau, Parks and Recreation, and the Portland Water Bureau.   

5. Local share of the project costs will be borne by the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) and Clackamas County.  FTA funds and TriMet funds will be used by TriMet for their share.  This agreement documents each party’s terms and conditions relating to the City staffing services for the design and construction phases of the Mall project.  

6. Future agreement(s) will include terms and conditions for continued control conditions to satisfy the FTA’s requirements for a permanent right of TriMet to operate on City right-of-way or property; and an agreement detailing each party’s obligations with management and maintenance responsibilities.  

7. The City Attorney has reviewed this agreement and approved as to form.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement between the City and TriMet, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance and, by reference, made a part hereof.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in executing this agreement could delay provision of services, with possible impact to billings and revenue collection; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
