ORDINANCE No. 181966
*Authorize a Letter of Agreement with the District Council of Trade Unions for terms and conditions of employment of certain employees in the Bureau of Environmental Services assigned to perform inspection work inside of the East Side Combined Sewer Overflow tunnel during its construction (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Representatives of the City and AFSCME Local 189 have signed a Letter of Agreement that outlines the terms and conditions under which certain Public Works Inspectors and Senior Public Works Inspectors assigned to perform work inside of the ESCSO tunnel during its construction will receive reimbursement for a second pair of safety shoes each year.

2. The terms and conditions of this practice have been reduced to a Letter of Agreement that the Council should approve.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The City Council approves the Letter of Agreement attached to this Ordinance marked as Exhibit “A” that by this reference is made a part hereof.
b. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would unnecessarily delay the orderly implementation of the provisions of the labor agreement; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
