ORDINANCE No. 181977
*Authorize a contract and provide for payment for the development of South Waterfront Greenway Central District-SW Gibbs St to SW Lane St- Phase One  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland and the Portland Development Commission (PDC), under their respective charter authorities, are authorized to enter into cooperative agreements for the improvement of communities and environments.

2. Portland Development Commission has entered into a Development Agreement (DA) with Oregon Health & Sciences University, River Campus Investors, LLC, North Macadam Investors, LLC, as agent for City bureaus including Portland Parks and Recreation.  This DA commits $4,000,000 in North Macadam Urban Renewal Area funds for construction.
3. On December 8, 2004, City Council passed Resolution No. 36273 to accept the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan – Phase 1, Design Component, as the city’s unified vision for the greenway in the South Waterfront District.

4. In accordance with the South Waterfront Greenway Development Plan, the City of Portland, in partnership with PDC, are preparing to bid for construction of Phase One of the Greenway within the Central District.

5. The estimated construction cost for Phase One of the Greenway is $3,685,000.  Funding for construction is available in center code 76640574. The purchasing agent is authorized to execute a contract for the construction of these improvements.

6. On-going operation and maintenance costs have not yet been estimated for this project, and the O & M funding is not yet included in the Parks annual budget. This process will be completed by August 29, 2008.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner in Charge of Portland Parks and Recreation and the Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the project described in Section 1 hereof, in accordance with the plans and specifications to be filed with the Purchasing Agent.

b. The Mayor and the Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Parks Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.
The Council declares an emergency exists because of the need to provide public park space to the residents of South Waterfront; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
