This Agreement is entered into by and between the NATIONAL PARK SERVICE (NPS) 15 State Street, Boston, MA  02109, and the City of Portland, 1221 sw 4th ave Room 110, Portland, Oregon 97204..  

ARTICLE I - BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

Background – NPS and the US Environmental Protection Agency have signed an Interagency Agreement, NPS RA# 4507-G-0408, EPA # DW 1492206801-0, to help communities impacted by brownfields and other derelict land issues to improve their quality-of-life and encourage economic regeneration through the development and stewardship of parkland, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other environmental improvements.  Also, the clean-up of brownfields and other derelict lands offers an extensive opportunity to create needed green space in dense urban communities and to restore degraded natural resources such as open space and river corridors.  The Interagency Agreement furthers the intent of the July 26, 1996 Memorandum of Understanding between EPA’s Office of Solid Waste and Emergency Response (EPA) and the USDI-NPS Rivers, Trails and Conservation Assistance Program (NPS), to support development of the Groundwork model in the United States, which has successfully developed and supported sustainable community-based environmental improvement efforts in Great Britain through the establishment of locally based Groundwork Trust organizations.  

The City of Portland, OR (CITY) has received funding from the EPA Brownfields Program and has been designated a Groundwork USA Pilot Community.  To build on their commitment to improve green space opportunities and reclaim brownfields for community benefit and economic redevelopment, the City convened the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee representing citizens, neighborhood groups, businesses, nonprofits, civic groups and the CITY to evaluate the Groundwork model for Portland, OR.  Based on that evaluation and the completion of a feasibility study and strategic plan, the CITY, NPS, EPA and the GW Portland Steering Committee deemed the Groundwork model to be appropriate and endorsed the establishment of Groundwork Portland.  

Based on that decision, the CITY, NPS, EPA and the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee will work together to support the development of Groundwork Portland to improve green space opportunities and reclaim brownfields for community benefit and economic redevelopment.   Funding will be provided by NPS from the above referenced Interagency Agreement.  The Rivers, Trails and Conservation Assistance Program of NPS will provide technical assistance to establish the new Groundwork Trust and support its work to improve and care for parkland, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other green space amenities and to support the reuse of Brownfields and other derelict lands for community benefit.
Objective - The specific purpose of the Interagency Agreement is to support the establishment of local Groundwork organizations in Brownfield communities to improve their environment, economy and quality of life through community-based environmental improvement activities.  

The objective of this cooperative agreement is to support the development of Groundwork Portland and its projects and programs that facilitate community led conservation and stewardship of parks, natural areas and other public lands, brownfield remediation and green space improvements.  
ARTICLE II – AUTHORITY 
· 16 U.S.C. 460.1-1(d) of the Outdoor Recreation Organic Act authorizes the Secretary of the Interior to provide technical assistance and advice and to cooperate with States, political subdivisions, and private interests, including nonprofit organizations, with respect to outdoor recreation.

· 16 U.S.C. Section 1g, authorizes the National Park Service, beginning in fiscal year 1997 and thereafter, to enter into cooperative agreements that involve the transfer of National Park Service appropriated funds to State, local and tribal governments, other public entities, educational institutions, and private nonprofit organizations for the public purpose of carrying out National Park Service programs pursuant to 31 U.S.C. 6305 to carry out public purposes of National Park Service programs.

· Funding for this work is provided through the EPA – NPS Interagency Agreement.
· NPS through its Rivers, Trails and Conservation Assistance Program provides technical assistance and funding to support community-based conservation efforts.
ARTICLE III - STATEMENT OF WORK
The NPS and the CITY will perform the functions specified below in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

A. The NPS agrees to:

· That the funding under this Agreement may be used for planning, organizing and promoting the development of Groundwork Portland, its projects and its programs and its participation in the Groundwork USA network.

· Support the CITY and Groundwork Portland with the funding from this Agreement.

· To participate in the work of the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and Groundwork Portland Board of Directors as they work to establish Groundwork Portland through implementation of the Groundwork Portland Feasibility Study/Strategic Plan.
· Provide ongoing technical assistance to develop Groundwork Portland and its projects and programs, especially those related to conservation of natural resources and developing and caring for new or improved parks, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other green space amenities.
· Link the CITY and Groundwork Portland with the Groundwork USA network and Groundwork UK to benefit from their experience as they undertake the work of this Cooperative Agreement.
· To provide staff support through the Rivers & Trails Program to assist with the establishment of Groundwork Portland in partnership with the CITY and the Groundwork Portland Board of Directors and staff.
B. The CITY agrees to:
1. That Groundwork Portland will be established to improve the quality-of-life and opportunities for economic regeneration through the development and stewardship of parkland, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other environmental improvements in the City of Portland in accordance with the Groundwork model.  

2. That Groundwork Portland will assist with the transformation and reuse of brownfields and other derelict sites for conservation, recreation, economic development and other community benefits in the City of Portland.
3. That the funds made available though this Agreement will be used to establish and support the development of Groundwork Portland in partnership with the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors.  Activities can include, but are not limited to:

· Organizational planning, development and operation,

· Project and program planning, development and implementation, 

· Community involvement, education, public outreach, networking and partnerships,
· Funding strategies and resource development,
· Promotion materials, case studies and project and program reports,
· Documenting and reporting results, accomplishments and outcomes, and 

· Network meetings, conferences, trainings, staff and information exchanges and site visits,
4. That the funds provided under this Agreement cannot be used for and construction of specific projects.   
5. That Groundwork Portland will be established in accordance with the Groundwork Portland Feasibility Study/Strategic Plan to deliver needed projects and programs and be an effective, credible and valued partner within the communities it serves.  
8. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to document all funding, in-kind services, volunteer hours, materials and equipment leveraged by Groundwork Portland for projects, programs and operations.  

9. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to maintain a photographic record and list of accomplishments for all projects undertaken by Groundwork Portland.

10. To support efforts of Groundwork Portland to leverage additional resources to support the operations of Groundwork Portland as well as resources for project and program development and implementation..  

11. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to submit required quarterly narrative reports and annual financial reports to the National Park Service.

12. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to complete and submit the annual Groundwork USA Performance Measures to the National Park Service and the Groundwork USA network.

ARTICLE IV - TERMS OF AGREEMENT
The agreement will become effective upon signature of both parties and extend through 5 years from the date of signing.
ARTICLE V- KEY OFFICIALS
The key officials are essential to ensure maximum coordination and communications between the parties and the work being performed.  They are.

C.
Communications – The CITY shall address any communication regarding this Agreement to the Contracting Officer, with a copy to the Program Manager.  Communications that relate solely to routine operational matters described in the current work plan may be sent only to the Program Manager.

D.
Changes in Key Officials – Neither the NPS nor the CITY may make any change in a key official without written notice to the other party reasonably in advance of the proposed change.  The notice shall include a justification with sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact of such a change on the scope of work specified within this Agreement. Any change in key officials shall be made only by modification to this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI – AWARD AND PAYMENT


A. Financial Assistance: The commitment of funds in furtherance of this Agreement will be authorized by individual task agreements issued against this Agreement identifying each project or group of projects, amounts of financial assistance and any other special term or condition applicable to that project.
B. Advanced Payment - An initial advance payment may be made to eligible recipients for “start up” costs.   Any subsequent advance payments will not be authorized until such time as an expenditure report is provided which accounts in detail for the previous advance.  Specific projects or activities for which funds are advanced shall be tracked and reported by submittal of Standard Form 272, Federal Transaction Report.  The Key Official will review the Expenditure report and make a recommendation to the Contracting Officer regarding its acceptability or unacceptability.  The Contracting Officer will make the final approval or disapproval, and if acceptable, process for payment.  
C. Eligibility for Advance Payment - In order to be eligible to receive advance payments the Cooperator must follow these procedures:
1. Maintain written procedures that minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of funds and disbursement and;


2. Maintain financial management systems that meet the standards for fund control and accountability as described in the OMB Circulars;

3. Limit requests to the minimum amounts required and time the request with the immediate cash requirements in carrying out the purpose of the agreement;

4. Deposit and maintain advances of federal funds in insured accounts whenever possible, and;

5. Account for the receipt, obligation and expenditures of advance payments.; and;

6. Provide an Expenditure Report to the Contracting Officer and the Key Official.  This report must detail how the advance payment was spent and; 

7. Account for Interest earned on advanced payments and pay this interest to the Federal Government.
D. All reimbursements are contingent upon required quarterly narrative and annual financial reports to the National Park Service being current.  
E. Request for Payment:  The NPS will disburse funds to the CITY upon presentation of a written request for payment.  The CITY shall submit each such request on Standard Form 270 (SF-270), Request for Advance or Reimbursement, original and two (2) copies, to the Contracting Officer and Program Manager at the address specified in Article IV, paragraph A.  Payment shall be made no more frequently than monthly and will be paid by Electronic Fund Transfer directly into the CITY’s account located at the financial institution as designated with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR), accessed at http://www.ccr.gov.
F. Payments will be made upon receipt and approval of deliverables as specified by individual task agreements issued against this Agreement.
ARTICLE VII – PRIOR APPROVAL
The CITY shall obtain the prior written approval of the NPS for the items specified in 43 CFR § 12.70

ARTICLE VIII – LIABILITY

The CITY agrees:

1 To indemnify, save and hold harmless, and defend the United States against all fines, claims, damages, losses, judgments, and expenses arising out of, or from any omission of the CITY, its officers, employees, or (members, participants, agents, representatives, agents as appropriate) arising out of or in any way connected to activities authorized pursuant to this Agreement.  This obligation shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 
2 To provide worker’s compensation protection to CITY officers, employees, and representatives.

3 To cooperate with the NPS in investigation and defense of any claims that may be filed with the NPS arising out of the activities of the cooperator, its agents, and employees.
ARTICLE IX – REPORTS AND/OR DELIVERABLES
A.      
Where to Submit – In accordance with 43 CFR Part 12, the CITY will submit deliverables to the NPS Contracting Officer and Program Manager at the address specified in Article V.  
B.
What and When to Submit – In addition to the deliverables specified in any subsequent Task Agreements associated with this Cooperative Agreement, the CITY will submit to the NPS the following deliverables and reports at the specified times:
1. Financial Status Report – An SF-269, Financial Status Report, at the end of each calendar year, prior to each anniversary date of this Agreement.

2. Quarterly Narrative Report – Quarterly narrative reports, beginning with the end of the next calendar quarter after the effective date of this Agreement, and every calendar quarter thereafter.  Each quarterly progress report will include:

(a) A summary of overall progress on the statement of work and results to date for community involvement, outreach, resources leveraged and projects and programs;

(b) Any problems or favorable or unfavorable developments;

(c) Other information pertinent to this Agreement.

C. Recordkeeping – The CITY will keep records concerning this Agreement in accordance with the requirements of Article XII, Paragraph A, General Provisions, and all applicable Office of Management and Budget Circulars.
D. Access to Records
The CITY will give the NPS and the Comptroller General of the United States, or any authorized representative, access to and the right to examine all records related to this Agreement.

The NPS will give the CITY or any authorized representative the right to examine any records related to this Agreement that otherwise would be available to THE CITY under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C.§552.

ARTICLE X - PROPERTY UTILIZATION AND DISPOSITION

ARTICLE XI - MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION
A.
This Agreement may be modified only by a written instrument executed by both parties.

B.
Either party may terminate this Agreement by providing the other party with thirty (30) days advance written notice.  In the event that one party provides the other party with notice of its intention to terminate, the parties will meet promptly to discuss the reasons for the notice and to try to resolve their differences.

In the event no agreement is reached concerning the manner of publication or interpretation of results, either party may publish data after due notice and submission of the proposed manuscripts to the other.  In such instances, the party publishing the data will give due credit to the cooperation but assume full responsibility for any statements on which there is a difference of opinion.

Grant the United States of America a royalty-free non-exclusive and irrevocable license to publish, reproduce and use, and dispose of in any manner and for any purpose without limitation, and to authorize or ratify publication, reproduction, or use by others, of all copyrightable material first produced or composed under this Agreement by the Cooperator, its employees, or any individual or concern specifically employed or assigned to originate and prepare such material.

Cooperative Agreement H was entered into between the City of Portland, OR (hereafter CITY) and the United States Department of the Interior, National Park Service (hereafter NPS).  Unless otherwise specified herein, the terms and conditions as stated in the Agreement will apply to this Task Agreement. 

ARTICLE I - BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

Cooperative Agreement H was entered into by and between the National Park Service (NPS) and the City of Portland, OR (CITY) to support the reuse of Brownfields and other derelict sites for conservation, recreation, economic development, and community benefit through development of Groundwork Portland as part of the Groundwork USA Initiative.  Brownfields are defined as derelict sites that have been contaminated or perceived to have been contaminated through previous uses of the site.    

The objective of this cooperative agreement is to support the establishment of Groundwork Portland and the development of projects and programs that facilitate community led conservation, brownfield remediation and green space improvements.

ARTICLE III - STATEMENT OF WORK   is modified to add the following tasks:
The NPS and the CITY agree to perform the functions specified below in accordance with the provisions of this agreement.

A.   The NPS agrees:

1. That the funding under this Agreement may be used for planning, organizing and promoting the development of Groundwork Portland and its participation in the Groundwork USA network.  

2. To support the CITY and Groundwork Portland, OR with the funding from this Agreement.

3. To participate in the work of the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and Groundwork Portland Board of Directors as they work to establish Groundwork Portland through implementation of the Groundwork Portland Feasibility Study/Strategic Plan. 

4. To provide ongoing technical assistance to develop Groundwork Portland and its projects and programs, especially those related to developing new or improved parks, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other green space amenities.  

5. To link the CITY and Groundwork Portland with the Groundwork USA network and Groundwork UK to benefit from their experience as they work to develop Groundwork Portland.  

6. To provide staff support through the Rivers & Trails Program to assist with the establishment of Groundwork Portland in partnership with the CITY and the Groundwork Portland Board of Directors and staff.

B.
The City of Portland agrees:
1. That the funds made available though this Agreement will be used to establish and support the development of Groundwork Portland in partnership with the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors and staff.  
2. That Groundwork Portland will work to improve the quality-of-life and opportunities for economic regeneration through the development and stewardship of parkland, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other environmental improvements in the City of Portland in accordance with the Groundwork model.  

3. That Groundwork Portland will assist with the transformation and reuse of brownfields and other derelict sites for conservation, recreation, economic development and other community benefits in the City of Portland.  

4. That the funds provided under this Agreement cannot be used for and construction of specific projects.  

5. That for the duration of this agreement, quarterly reports shall be submitted to NPS documenting the work of Groundwork Portland, including additional support leveraged from other sources to support this effort.   

6. That Groundwork Portland will be established in accordance with the Groundwork Portland Feasibility Study/Strategic Plan.

7. To support the development of Groundwork Portland by accomplishing the following tasks:  

a. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to Incorporate Groundwork Portland as a nonprofit organization and hire a qualified candidate for the position of program manager of Groundwork Portland through a competitive hiring process. (see Article XII – General And Special Provisions of Agreement). 

b. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to plan and organize a demonstration project and then implement it with funding from other sources to announce the launch of Groundwork Portland.

c. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to produce a Groundwork Portland banner to display at events and project openings and a promotional folder with inserts and a web site to explain the role and function of Groundwork Portland in the development and stewardship of parkland, recreation areas, nature reserves, trail systems and other environmental improvements and in the transformation and reuse of brownfields and other derelict sites for conservation, recreation and economic development.  The banner, website and promotional folder will be done in accordance with the standards of the Groundwork USA network.

d. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to develop a Groundwork Portland 2009 – 2011 Business Plan approved by the Board of Directors in partnership with the CITY and NPS.

e. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to produce a final report documenting the work accomplished through this task agreement including community outreach, organizational development, resource development and project and program implementation.

8. To support the development of Groundwork Portland by providing the local government match of a minimum of $25,000 per year for 3 years to support the operations of Groundwork Portland in addition to any project and program related funding provided by the CITY.
9. To support efforts of Groundwork Portland and its partners to leverage additional resources to support the operations, projects and programs of Groundwork Portland, in addition to funds provided by the CITY.

10. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to document all funding, in-kind services, volunteer hours, materials and equipment leveraged by Groundwork Portland for projects and operations.  

11. The City will provide assistance to the Groundwork Portland Steering Committee and/or Board of Directors through the City of Portland Brownfield Program to maintain a photographic record and list of accomplishments for all projects undertaken by Groundwork Portland.  

12. To submit required financial reports to the National Park Service at the end of each calendar year prior to the anniversary of the signing of this agreement.

Communications – The CITY shall address any communication regarding this Agreement to the Contracting Officer, with a copy to the Program Manager.  Communications that relate solely to routine operational matters described in the statement of work and payment schedule may be sent only to the Program Manager.

D.
Change in Key Officials – Neither the NPS or the CITY may make any change in a key official without written notice to the other party reasonably in advance of the proposed change.  The notice shall include a justification with sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact of such a change on the scope of work specified within this Agreement. Any change in key officials shall be made only by modification to this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI - AWARD AND PAYMENT  
A.
Financial Assistance: NPS will provide funding, not to exceed $85,000.00 through this task agreement. Funds are increased by $85,000.00 from $0,000.00 to $85,000.00.


B.
Appropriation Data: The chargeable appropriation for this task agreement is account number 4507-0408-454.  Nothing in this task agreement shall be construed as binding the NPS to expend in any fiscal year any sum in excess of the appropriation made by Congress for purposes of this Agreement in that fiscal year.

C.
All reimbursements are contingent upon required quarterly and financial reports to the National Park Service being current.  

D.
Request for Reimbursement:  The NPS will reimburse the CITY upon presentation of a written request for reimbursement.  The CITY shall submit each such request on Standard Form 270 (SF-270), Request for Advance or Reimbursement, original and two (2) copies, to the Contracting Officer at the address specified in Article IV, paragraph A. 

E.
Reimbursements will be made as follows upon receipt and approval of the specified deliverable:

· A payment of $25,000.00 will be made, subject to approval by NPS, upon receipt of a copy of the certificate of incorporation for Groundwork Portland, a copy of the resume of the selected candidate for the Program Manager position and a copy of the documentation hiring that candidate as Program Manager of Groundwork Portland.

· A payment of $25,000.00 will be made, subject to the approval of NPS, upon receipt of documentation showing the completion of the first demonstration project by Groundwork Portland.  Documentation should include before and after pictures and a short report documenting the work accomplished by the project in accordance with NPS and Groundwork USA guidelines.

· A payment of $20,000.00 will be made, subject to the approval of NPS, upon receipt of the completed Groundwork Portland promotional folder with inserts, launching of the Groundwork Portland web site and unveiling of the Groundwork Portland banner in accordance with NPS and Groundwork USA guidelines.

· A payment of $5,000.00 will be made, subject to approval of NPS, upon receipt of a Groundwork Portland Business Plan 2009 – 2011, approved by the Groundwork Portland Board of Directors.

· A payment of $10,000 will be made, subject to approval of NPS, upon receipt of the final report summarizing accomplishments, including additional support leveraged from other sources to support this effort.  The City and Groundwork Portland may submit the final report and request for payment at any time after all of the tasks specified above have been completed and approved by NPS.

ARTICLE IX – REPORTS AND/OR DELIVERABLES

A.      
Where to Submit – In accordance with 43 CFR Part 12, the CITY will submit reports to the NPS Contracting Officer at the address specified in Article V.  The CITY will also submit a copy of each report to the Key Official of the area at the address specified in Article V. 

B.
What and When to Submit – The CITY will submit to the NPS the following reports as specified in the Agreement:

1. Deliverables documenting the work completed to establish Groundwork Portland:

· Copy of the Groundwork Portland Certificate of Incorporation.

· Resume of the candidate selected to be Program Manager.

· Copy of documentation hiring selected candidate as Program Manager.

· Documentation showing completion of the first demonstration project, including pictures and a short report documenting the work accomplished by the project.

· Groundwork Portland Promotional Folder, active website address and picture of GW Portland banner at an event.

· Groundwork Portland Business Plan 2009 – 2011.

· Final Report summarizing accomplishments to establish Groundwork Portland.

2. Financial Status Report – An SF-269, Financial Status Report, at the end of each calendar year prior to each anniversary date of this agreement

3. Quarterly Narrative Report – Quarterly narrative reports, beginning with the end of the next calendar quarter after the effective date of this Agreement, and every calendar quarter thereafter.  Each quarterly progress report will include:

· A summary of overall progress on the statement of work and results to date for community involvement, outreach, resources leveraged and projects and programs

ARTICLE XII- GENERAL AND SPECIAL PROVISIONS
A.   Federal Government Rights to Products developed Under This Agreement

1. The Federal Government reserves the right to reproduce and disseminate, for its own purposes, any product(s) resulting from this Agreement.  These products may include, but are not limited to, leaflets, booklets, video recordings, slide presentations, or posters.  The recipient agrees, for a period of not to exceed three years after the completion date of this Agreement, to provide to the Federal Government at its request and at no cost, camera-ready copy of any printed material produced under this Agreement.” 

2. The CITY shall ensure that any publication funded by Federal dollars, shall contain the following statement publication:

“This publication was funded entirely/in part [choose applicable] by the U.S. Department of Interior, National Park Service Rivers & Trails Program, under Agreement Number _____________________”.

3. Rights in Data – Grant the United States of America a royalty-free, non-exclusive and irrevocable license to publish, reproduce and use, and dispose of in any manner and for any purpose without limitation, and to authorize or ratify publication, reproduction, or use by others, of all copyrightable material first produced or composed under this Agreement by the cooperators, its employees, or any individual or concern specifically employed or assigned to originate and prepare such material.
