
ORDINANCE No. 181998
Authorize grant agreements and Intergovernmental Agreements with seventeen non-profit and public entities related to the Community Watershed Stewardship Program.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.  The Portland City Council adopted the Clean River Program on April 6, 1990. Major elements were environmental partnerships, outreach, and education. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) developed the Community Watershed Stewardship Program (CWSP) to support those elements by providing funds for citizen led watershed projects, technical assistance for community based stewardship projects, and community education and training.

2. On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan which describes actions for watershed health including those in which citizen groups can take the lead such as stormwater management, revegetation, education, involvement and stewardship.

3. In May 2008, CWSP selected the following grants for FY08-09: Depave Parking Lot Project  ($10,000); Eyes on the Slough Program ($4,853); Kenilworth Church Stormwater Management Project ($7,810); Lents Springwater Habitat Restoration Project ($10,000); Linnton Vegetated Infiltration Basin Project ($10,000); N/NE Minority Youth & Young Adults Being Connected to Community ($5,100); NCNM Bioswales Initiative ($3,000); Oaks Bottom Mural Project ($10,000); PCC Sylvania's Habitat Restoration Project ($10,000); Richmond Learning Lab Garden ($7,850); Stories of a Watershed ($10,000); Tideman Johnson Stewardship Project ($10,000); Trebol Community Ecoroof Project ($6,940); Tryon Creek Watershed Restoration Team ($10,000); Vestal Greenspace & Plaza ($10,000); Water Conservation for Watershed Health Project ($5,000); Westside Naturescaping & Habitat Restoration Project ($10,000).

4.
The established cost is $140,553.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, BES, Center Code 145-32-008, Account No. 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute grant agreements and IGAs for the purpose described in Section 1, in substantially the same forms as Exhibits A and B attached herein, in the amount of $140,553.


b.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute amendments to these grant agreements and IGAs to extend the term.


c.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
