ORDINANCE No. 182000
*Amend Intergovernmental Agreement with the Port of Portland for five transportation development projects. (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52826) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The City of Portland and the Port of Portland entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement via Ordinance No. 180391, dated August 23, 2006, Contract No. 52826, to develop five transportation development projects for the Port of Portland.
2.
The Port of Portland is required by a land use decision to improve the intersection of NE 82nd Ave. and NE Columbia Blvd.
3.
The Port of Portland has requested an amendment to the existing agreement to provide for development and engineering of improvements at the intersection of NE 82nd Ave. and NE Columbia Blvd.  
4.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is low, the project design has not begun.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are authorized to amend an agreement with the Port of Portland to provide for development and design of an intersection improvement at NE 82nd Ave. and NE Columbia Blvd., in a form substantially in accordance with the amendment attached to the original of this ordinance.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Port of Portland has requested that design begin as soon as possible to meet other timeline commitments; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
