ORDINANCE NO. 182005
Authorize the Portland Water Bureau to execute grants with community partners to fund lead poisoning prevention programs.  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The Portland Water Bureau funds education and outreach programs for lead poisoning prevention through community partner programs for the purpose of complying with the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) Lead and Copper Rule for drinking water.  

2.
The Water Bureau recognizes that lead in housing is a greater contributor to childhood lead poisoning than the low lead levels in Portland’s drinking water which typically comes from contact with household plumbing. The Water Bureau focuses its effort on awareness of lead hazards from all sources, with emphasis on high-risk populations.
3.
The Lead Hazard Reduction Program (LHRP) has four components: treatment and monitoring; home lead reduction; lead in water testing; and education and outreach. The Water Bureau funds education and outreach programs for lead poisoning prevention through community partner programs.  The Portland Water Bureau has been budgeted to pay for $185,000 for the FY 2008-2009 approved grants. The Portland Water Bureau intends to request funds for the grants through FY 2010-2011.
4. Lead poisoning prevention programs selected for funding may include the Josiah Hill, III Clinic to provide free blood lead testing and education and outreach for children; Community Energy Project (CEP) to provide workshops on lead poisoning prevention activities and lead-safe projects that individuals can do in their own home; Growing Gardens to provide soil testing for lead in gardens and yards; and the Community Alliance of Tenants to provide tenants with lead poisoning prevention information.  Additional potential community partners may include the International Center for Traditional Childbirth to provide lead education and outreach to pregnant women and mothers of newborns and funds to establish a lending program for High Efficiency Particulate Air (HEPA) vacuums with CEP.
5. All partners are chosen by a selection committee consisting of representatives from the Oregon State Department of Human Services Lead Poisoning Prevention Program, Bureau of Housing and Community Development and the Water Bureau. All partners will have to enter into a formal grant agreement executed by the Water Bureau to receive funding.
6. This lead poisoning prevention program has been in place for the past nine years. To avoid interruption of service this authorization needs to be in place by July 1, 2008
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Portland Water Bureau Administrator and Auditor are authorized to execute grants not to
      exceed $185,000 per fiscal year for a three year period of FY 2008-2009 through FY 
2010-2011 as that will increase efficiency, tracking, and timeliness for community partner 
grants.
b. That the Commissioner-In-Charge and Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said grants that fund community partners which provide education and outreach programs for lead poisoning prevention. The Water Bureau Administrator is authorized to pay for $185,000 for said grants, Center Code 18099239, Account 529000, Project No. 1807.  The Portland Water Bureau intends to request funds for the grants through FY 2010-2011.  

c.  Amendments increasing the total compensation to the Intergovernmental Agreement may be 

agreed to and executed by the Portland Water Bureau Administrator up to twenty-five 


percent of the total agreement amount. Any increase exceeding twenty-five percent of the 

total compensation would need City Council approval.
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
