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ORDINANCE No. 182023
Authorize grant agreement between City of Portland and GroundWork Portland for identification and remediation of brownfields for use as parks, open space and community space  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:


1.
The City of Portland is dedicated to the identification and remediation of brownfields citywide through the Portland Brownfield Program

2.
The City of Portland is dedicated to the equitable provision of parks, open spaces, and community space citywide.

3. 
The City of Portland City Council signed a letter (attached) unanimously agreeing to support the creation of a non-profit organization called GroundWork Portland, funded through the National Park Service.  This includes acting as pass-through for federally appropriated funding and providing $25,000 per year for three years as the cost match requirement.  GroundWork Portland’s mission is to facilitate the identification and remediation of brownfields for use as parks, open space, and community space.  

4. 
The National Parks Service (NPS) awarded grant funds in the amount of $85,000 for general support for Groundwork Portland, passed through the City of Portland.   NPS is awarding these funds through a Cooperative Agreement and a Task Agreement with the City of Portland.


5.
NPS requires a $75,000 match over three years.  BES will fund $25,000 in FY 08/09. FY 09/10 and FY 10/11 will be funded by contributions from five bureaus at $5,000 each per year.  The established cost in FY 08/09 is $25,000.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2008-09 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code [145-14-015].
6. The City of Portland and GroundWork Portland will enter into a Grant Agreement to describe the obligations of each party regarding the transfer of City funding and NPS funding.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute a Grant Agreement with GroundWork Portland for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $75,000.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
