ORDINANCE No. 182025
*Amend Lease Agreement with Artiste Lofts, LLC to reflect change in ownership to 862 S Catalina Investments to rent space under the Burnside Bridge in the vicinity of SE 3rd Ave and E Burnside St (Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 179586) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Ordinance No. 179586, was passed by City Council on September 14, 2005 authorizing the City of Portland (the City) to enter into a Lease Agreement with Artiste Lofts LLC (Artiste) to rent space under the Burnside Bridge at the corner of SE 3rd Avenue and E Burnside Street. 
2.
The Lease Agreement was never executed with Artiste. The property since has been sold to 862 S Catalina Investments (Catalina) in Document No. 2005-037359 and re-recorded in Document No. 2005-063774.
3.
Catalina is currently under a revocable permit with the City for the space under the Burnside Bridge and is requesting to enter into substantially the same Lease Agreement with the City for the same space as previously requested by Artiste. 
4.
The area is not used for vehicle traffic, is not needed for public purposes for the term of the lease, nor interferes with public utility uses, and provides the City with reasonable rents.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to enter into the attached Lease Agreement with 862 S Catalina Investments for the lease of space as described as follows: 
A parcel of land under the Burnside Bridge situated in the southeast one-quarter of Section 34, T1N, R1E, W.M., in the City of Portland, County of Multnomah, State of Oregon, said parcel being all that portion of E Burnside Street lying southerly of the centerline and east of the northerly extension of the west line of Lot 8, Block 66 in the duly recorded Plat of East Portland and westerly of NE 3rd Avenue as depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto. Containing 5,000 feet more or less
b.
The Auditor shall return one executed original Lease Agreement to:

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in entering into a lease agreement with Catalina will result in the loss of updated rights and responsibilities of the lessee; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
