ORDINANCE No. 182026
*Authorize contract with Bicycle Transportation Alliance for $272,500 for education and encouragement services through the City of Portland Safer Routes to School program. (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Concerns about traffic safety for Portland residents are second only to distance as the reason 
parents report not allowing their children to walk and bike to school.  Nationally, the number of students walking and biking to school has drastically declined from 42 percent in 1969 to 16 percent in 2001; 20 – 25 percent of morning traffic is families driving their students to school; 50 percent of children who are hit by cars near schools are hit by cars driven by other student’s family members; and 75 percent of children between the ages of 5 and 9 killed in collisions were riding in cars.


2. 
From Spring 2006 – Spring 2007, there was a 24 percent increase in students walking to schools in the Safer Routes to School program schools.  The Portland Safer Routes to School program teaches students, families, and faculty to: Be Safe. Have Fun. Grow Healthy. Get There.  This is done through a 5 ‘E’ approach that includes: Education, Encouragement, Enforcement, Engineering, and Evaluation. We bring leadership in transportation together in partnership with our schools and community organizations to support students, families, and faculty to get to and from school in ways that reduce traffic; increase safety; and build strong bodies, clear minds and a cleaner environment. 
3.
Based upon review and evaluation of the 3-year pilot program, this contract will bring proven City of Portland SmartTrips methodology into the program to strengthen the participation of families in the Encouragement and Education components. 
4.
Detailed work scopes have been negotiated and the implementation model has been reviewed with the Safer Routes to School Technical Advisory Committee and at a School District and Principals Advisory Meeting. 
5. 
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is high, as the cost is based upon past performance of the Safer Routes to School and SmartTrips programs. 
6.
The $272,500 contract with the Bicycle Transportation Alliance will provide uninterrupted Education and Encouragement services to 25 Portland schools through the Safer Routes to School 5 ‘E Education, Enforcement, Engineering, Evaluation, and Encouragement/ SmartTrips program. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to approve the contract with the Bicycle Transportation Alliance, in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A.
b.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to provide payment for said contract from the Community and School Traffic Safety Account funds.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the current sub-contract with Education and Encouragement direct service providers expired June 30, 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
