ORDINANCE NO. 182032
* Authorize subrecipient contracts totaling $10,807,150 to provide services to further the goals of the Bureau of Housing and Community Development through the 10-year Plan to End Homelessness and provide for payment  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1. The City is committed to supporting homeless facilities and providing services for its most vulnerable residents.

2. In December 2004, the Bureau of Housing and Community Development released “Home Again – A 10-Year Plan to End Homelessness in Portland and Multnomah County.”

3. The objective of the Bureau of Housing and Community Development’s Homeless Program is to promote activities that contribute to ending homelessness, particularly chronic homelessness in Portland and Multnomah County.

4. BHCD contracts with organizations that have a strong record of accomplishment providing services and operating facilities for homeless people.
5. It is the Bureau’s intent to continue funding the successful projects administered by the organizations and for the funding levels identified in Exhibit A that exceed $100,000.
6. Funding is available in the City’s FY 2008-09 approved budget, and will be available in BHCD’s FY 2008-09 adopted budget in the amount of $10,807,150 through the General Fund, Housing Investment Fund from the City; and McKinney, HOME and Community Development Block Grant from the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to provide shelter services, housing and operations costs for these homeless facilities and services.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs that:

a. The Bureau Director and City Auditor are authorized to execute agreements with the organizations and for the amounts in substantially the form of Exhibit B attached hereto, for the purpose described above.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to BHCD operating fund budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the program funds must be obligated within required timeframes; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
