ORDINANCE No. 182033
Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue for occupational health nurse services  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) is required to provide 24-hour post-exposure service for its emergency response personnel. 

2. PF&R currently has one specially trained occupational health nurse on staff that provides 24-hour post-exposure, on-call service, and has need of additional nursing services.

3. Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue, through its Occupational Health Services (OHS), has nurses trained to provide this service to emergency response personnel.

4. OHS has a 24-hour communication system (telephone and pager) already set up.

5. It is mutually beneficial for PF&R and OHS to share nursing resources to provide 24-hour post-exposure, on-call services.

6. OHS will charge PF&R $40 per month for use of the communication system.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute the agreement with Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue, attached hereto as Exhibit A.
