ORDINANCE NO. 182034
* Authorize grant application to U.S. Department of Homeland Security for $1,000,000 for construction or renovation of State, local, or tribal government principal Emergency Operations Center  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The U.S. Department of Homeland Security is providing funding for the construction or renovation of principal Emergency Operations Center (EOC) to selected urban areas through the FY 2008 Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Grant.

2. The Office of Emergency Management is currently not collocated with the Emergency Coordination Center.

3. The existing City of Portland Emergency Coordination Center is inadequate to fulfill its critical mission and function, specifically to: collect damage information and assess impacts; develop overall strategies in support of emergency response and recovery efforts; coordinate the allocation and management of resources based on incident priorities and provide coordinated information to the media and general public.
4. Several city infrastructure bureaus also operate EOCs. These bureaus play critical roles in an emergency response. Having key bureaus collocate their EOCs with the City’s ECC/EOC would provide improved coordination, information sharing, and resource management 
5. Funds will be used to develop a collocated Emergency Coordination Center which is necessary to ensure continuity of operations and enhanced coordination during a major disaster.
6. The grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security requires a 25 percent grantee cost share cash- or in-kind match. The required 25 percent match contribution will be provided by general fund dollars already earmarked for the construction of a new Emergency Coordination Center.
NOW THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to make application to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security for a grant in the amount of $1,000,000.
b.
The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurances as are required for the grant period.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because the application must be postmarked no later than July 17th, 2008; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
