ORDINANCE No. 182036
Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the State of Oregon to accept a $75,000 Transportation Growth Management grant to partially fund an update of Portland Bicycle Master Plan  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Council passed Resolution No. 36501 on April 19, 2007 to authorize application to the Oregon Department of Transportation and the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development for several Transportation and Growth Management program grants in an amount up to $1,238,000.00, including the update of Portland’s Bicycle Master Plan.

2.
The City of Portland adopted its Bicycle Master Plan in 1996 and has been working steadily toward implementation since that time.

3.
The update to the City’s Bicycle Master Plan will include information acquired during the past twelve years about the needs of the cycling public.

4. An updated Bicycle Master Plan will recommend new bikeways, new policies, news designs for bikeways and sufficient funding sources. This work will be conducted as part of a broader public process to engage as many Portland residents and institutions as possible.

5. This grant will be used to fund work conducted in-house by City Staff. The amount of the reimbursable grant award is $75,000, with City providing a match of $10,335. PDOT has the resources in its existing budget to provide for the local match requirements of this grant.

6.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is high, as it is a grant

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Oregon Department of Transportation and the Portland Office of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by this reference made a part thereof.

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor are authorized to provide for payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the Office of Transportation.
