ORDINANCE No. 182037
*Pay claims of Debra J Darco (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
Debra J Darco is an employee of the City of Portland and has claims for Workers’ Compensation benefits as a result of injuries sustained on July 26, 2006 and October 2, 2006. The claim of October 2, 2006 has been denied. Litigation is pending regarding the initial denial and the denial of additional medical conditions that are claimed to be part of the claim or the result of claimant’s employment. The claim for July 26, 2006 has been accepted and benefits have been paid and are potentially payable in the future.
2.
The claims have been investigated by Risk Management.  Investigation indicates a reasonable dispute with regard to whether the conditions that were denied in the October 2, 2006 claim should be accepted. There may be significant additional financial exposure on both the denied and accepted claims.  
3.
Risk Management and Portland Parks and Recreation recommend approval of a mediated cash settlement for a total of $87,000 ($5,000 from Parks, $82,000 from Risk), subject to Claimant executing settlement documents and the entry of Orders by the Workers’ Compensation Board approving a Claims Disposition Agreement on the accepted claim, and approving a Disputed Claim Settlement on the denied claims.  In addition, as part of the settlement agreement, the Bureau of Human Resources will agree to a Hold Harmless Agreement and Employment Release and Resignation.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks in the total amount of $87,000 FILLIN "ordinance amount" \* MERGEFORMAT  made payable to Debra J Darco and her attorney, Jacqueline M Jacobson ASK PAYABLETO "Made payable to..." \* MERGEFORMAT 

 FILLIN "payee" \* MERGEFORMAT , as set forth in the settlement documents.
b.
Risk Management and Portland Parks and Recreation are hereby authorized to execute payment authorization in the amount set forth in sub-paragraph (a) above.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid undue and costly delay in settling this claim FILLIN "claim or lawsuit" \* MERGEFORMAT ; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
